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Bike Rack Assembly:

Put on safety glasses. Loosen upper
knobs and unfold the bike rack arm
to approximately 90 degrees. (FIG1)

FIG2

Gently tighten knobs and ensure the

teeth on the hinges engage evenly.
(FIG2)

FIG4

Install the round end of the rubber
retaining straps by pulling them over
the square retaining tabs on the cradles.

(FIG3)
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Loosen the lower knobs and rotate the
retaining arms evenly. (FIG4)
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Bike Rack Assembly & Installation:

FIG5

Locate the cross brace and install it
between the retaining arms. Secure both
sides with a button head bolt 2 washers
and a nylock nut. Tighten with a 4mm
hex key and a 10mm wrench. (FIG5)

Install the supplied foam pads (D) on the
rack where it contacts the sides of the
tire. (FIG7)

Note that the
retaining arms
should be angled
to press firmly
against the tire.

Place the rack over your spare tire. The
width of the rack and the location of the
retaining straps can be adjusted to mul-
tiple locations depending on the size of
your tire. Adjust the width of the rack
so that it fits snugly over the tire. The
retention strap buckle should be located
near the middle of the tread. (FIG6)

Loop the spare tire retaining strap (H)
through the buckle, around the tire and
thread it back through the retaining
buckle on opposite side. Snug the strap.

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Bike Rack Installation:

Place the bike in the cradles as shown.
Pull the rubber retaining straps over the
frame of the bike and secure it on the
rectangular hook. (FIG13)

Install the supplied foam pedal protec-
tors (E) if desired. Thread the provided
safety strap (H) around the back of the
vertical tubes of the rack and continue
to thread the strap through both wheels
and secure it using the buckle. (FIG14)
